Ms Yeate's Year 11 Outdoor Education
class completed a 3 day canoe of the
Barmah National Park from
Wednesday 8th Feb to Friday the 10th
Feb. The weather was HOT!

We studied how the Barmah Forest
was made and the history of the
forest.

Did you know the Barmah Lakes were
formed by lifting of the land - Cadel
Fault 30,000 years ago? This changed
the course of the Murray River and
created the largest River Red Gum
Forest in the world. The edge of the
great lakes (much smaller today) can
still be seen today - just out of the
Barmah township.

The great River Red Gumswere used
by Aboriginal people to make canoes,
then white man had many years of
timber trade from River Red Gum.
Now it is a National Park and a
RAMSAR sanctuary for bird migration
and breeding. Birds from around the
world stop in at Barmah Forest
throughout the year.

The students were very well organised
for so early in the year. We only had 2
sessions to prepare for the trip.
